Copying recorded pictures to a PC and displaying them
Here, the procedure is described for copying still pictures or motion pictures that are recorded with a digital camera onto a PC.

1 Connect
a digital camera to a PC (→6) 2 Copy

pictures (→7) 3 View

1 Start the PC.

2 Turn on the digital camera.

3 Connect with the supplied USB 
connection cable.

4 Set the digital camera to PC 
connection
The [Copy to PC] screen is displayed.

●● If the [Copy to PC] screen is not displayed, select the 
PHOTOfunSTUDIO icon in the Windows automatic playback window 
(operation selection window).
●● If the Windows automatic playback window (operation selection 
window) is displayed, click  to close the window.
●● If a window other than the PHOTOfunSTUDIO window is displayed, 
such as the LUMIX Simple Viewer window, click [No] to close the 
window.

The digital camera pictures are copied to the PC. 

7 When the copying completion 
message is displayed, click [OK].

8 Click [Close].
The PHOTOfunSTUDIO main window is displayed.

The playback window is displayed. 
Motion pictures start playing back automatically.

●●Depending on the digital camera, some of the models do not have 
functions like [BABY] Mode, [PET] Mode, [TRAVEL DATE], [DATE 
STAMP], [TEXT STAMP], face categorization (Face Recognition), 
RAW files, etc. mentioned in these instructions.

About personal information
Personal information of name and age is included in the recorded 
picture when the name or birthday is set in the digital camera’s [BABY] 
Mode.
Since the Face Recognition function extracts the characteristics of the 
face to categorize, characteristic information of the face and the face 
picture will be saved on the PC.
In addition, personal information of name and age will be saved on the 
PC if name and birthday are set in the face picture.

Supported picture files
Picture files which can be handled in PHOTOfunSTUDIO are in the following formats.

	Still picture
JPEG format Extensions: 

.JPG, .JPEG, .JPE
JPEG is an abbreviation for Joint Photographic Experts Group, and derives from the designation of the 
committee that has developed this compression format. This file format adopts the data compression 
method that thins out color data from a colored image to the extent that the human eye cannot discern.

BMP format Extensions: 
.BMP

BMP is an abbreviation of Bitmap, and an image format most commonly used in Windows®.
●●Some BMP files with special formats are excluded.

TIFF format Extensions: 
.TIF, .TIFF

TIFF is an abbreviation of Tagged Image File Format.
Although the data is compressed, it can be regenerated after being saved (lossless compression). 
This means that the picture quality does not deteriorate even when the data is re-saved.

RAW format Extensions: 
.RAW, .RW2

This is raw picture data that is recorded with a digital camera and has not been processed.
If JPEG image data for thumbnails is contained in a RAW file, a thumbnail is displayed in List Mode. 
RAW files containing no thumbnail information will be displayed as [RAW] and are incompatible.

QuickTime motion picture files are the target files.
(QuickTime VR motion pictures which are created with panorama stitching are played with QuickTime

AVCHD format

It is a motion picture recorded based on the AVCHD standard (high definition quality).
●●CONT files are administrative files automatically created when copying to a PC. The actual data of 
the motion picture is saved as an m2ts file.
●●Do not delete, change, or move the files or folders related to the AVCHD/AVCHD Lite motion 
pictures using the Explorer or similar. It will make it impossible to playback or edit.

MPEG2 format 
(MPEG2 motion 
pictures)

Extensions:
.MPG

MPEG2 is a motion picture format widely used for DVD videos and so on.

●●Pictures recorded using this software or using the digital camera compatible with this software can be used. (However, motion pictures in DVD-Video 
format are not compatible.) Pictures recorded by any other digital camera or other software might not be displayed correctly or operate normally.

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Setting up

Connecting a digital camera to a PC
When a digital camera compatible with this software is connected, a picture can be acquired from the memory card of camera, or a picture can 
be recorded on a memory card from a PC.

Important
Make sure that there is enough power remaining in the battery of 
the digital camera and notebook computer. If possible, use the AC 
adaptor.

1 Start the PC.

2 Turn on the digital camera.

3 Connect the digital camera to the PC.
Connect by fully inserting the USB connection cable that is 
supplied with the digital camera.

4 Set the digital camera to PC connection.
When the digital camera is recognized by the PC, the [Copy to 
PC] screen is displayed.
To copy pictures to the PC, follow the instructions. (→18)Tips

●●For details on connecting, refer to the operating instructions for the 
digital camera.
●●When the digital camera is correctly recognized by the PC, it is added 
to [Computer] ([My Computer]) as a drive.
●● If a window other than the PHOTOfunSTUDIO window is displayed, 
such as the LUMIX Simple Viewer window, click [No] to close the 
window.
●● If the [Copy to PC] screen is not displayed, select the 
PHOTOfunSTUDIO icon in the Windows automatic playback window 
(operation selection window).

Task tray example

1 Make sure that the digital camera is not 
accessing the PC, such as performing a 
writing operation.

2 Double-click  or  on the task tray of 
the PC.

3 Select [USB Mass Storage Device] and 
click [Stop].
When multiple USB devices are displayed, you can double-
click each to check which is the digital camera.

4 Remove the USB connection cable from 
the PC.

5 Turn off the digital camera.

1 Double-click  on the desktop.
In the Start menu, select [All Programs] → [Panasonic] → 
[PHOTOfunSTUDIO 4.0 HD Edition].

●●Checks for application updates when  launched (→128)
●●When starting the software for the first time, it may take some time 
to display the window because first it analyzes the pictures that are 
saved on the PC.

1 Click  on the window.
You can also exit by selecting [File] → [Exit] from the menu.

2 When the confirmation message is 
displayed, click [OK].

1 Connect the device, such as a digital 
camera or memory card reader.

2 Click [Yes].
The [Copy to PC] screen is displayed.

●● If the window is not displayed, click  [Copy to PC].
●●You can also display the screen by selecting [File] → [Copy to 
PC] from the menu.
●● If the Windows automatic playback window (operation selection 
window) is displayed, click  to close the window.

3 If the selection window for the location 
to copy from is displayed, select the 
drive and click [Next].

●● If the connected drive or memory card is not displayed, click 
[Refresh].

4 Select the pictures to copy to the PC.
When the box in the top left of a picture is selected, the picture 
will be copied to the PC.

●●Click a picture to select or deselect it.
●●Click [Select all] to select all the pictures.
●●Click [Deselect all] to deselect all the pictures.

5 Click [Next].

[Day of acquisition]	: �Save in a folder for today’s date.

(Example: 20100701)
[Recording month]		: �Save in a folder for the month of 

recording. (Example: 201006)
[Recording day]						: �Save in a folder for the date of 

recording. (Example: 20100630)
[Specified folder]				: �Save in a folder that you create 

yourself. (Example: Wedding)

8 Enter a keyword.
(Up to 32 characters (single-byte) can be used.)
The entered keywords can be used for categorized display.
If you do not want to set a keyword, go to step 9.

9 Click [Execute].

10 When the confirmation message is 
displayed, click [Yes].
The pictures are sorted and copied into the set folders.

●●The following characters cannot be used for the keyword.

●●You cannot set “Enter keyword” as a keyword.

Saving pictures

Tips
●●The pictures that can be copied are pictures on a memory card that  
were recorded using this software or a digital camera that supports 
this software, and motion pictures on a DVD that are recorded in 
AVCHD format.
Pictures recorded with other digital cameras or other software might 
not be copied, output or played back with this software.
●●Only pictures with a recording date between 1971 and 2037 can be 
handled correctly.
●●Do not delete, change, or move the files (extensions .cont/.m2ts/.tmb/ 
.iis etc.) or folders related to the copied AVCHD/AVCHD Lite motion 
pictures using Explorer or a similar method. It will make it impossible 
to play back or edit. 
(Files related to the AVCHD/AVCHD Lite motion pictures are created 
in the same location as the copied file.)

Basic operations

Menu bar
Different functions are arranged 
by item.

Tool bar
Buttons are provided for frequently 
used functions.
A menu is displayed when some 
of these buttons are clicked.

Folder display area
Calendar display area

The folders or calendar items are 
displayed in a list. Pictures in the 
selected folder or recording date 
here are displayed in the display 
area on the right.
The number of pictures is 
displayed on the right of the folder 
or date.

Narrow setting area
You can set narrowing conditions 
by Face Recognition or by 
categorization item for the pictures 
to be displayed.

Information area
Displays data such as information 
on the picture selected in the 
display area and the status of the 
currently executed function.

You can select or deselect all the 
displayed pictures.
You can change the order of the 
picture list in the display area and 
specify the data format for the 
pictures to display.
You can rotate the selected still 
picture 90 degrees.
You can enlarge or reduce the 
pictures in the display area.
Display area

The pictures that correspond 
to the folder or calendar item 
specified on the left and the 
conditions in the narrow setting 
area are displayed in a list.

Switching between window display styles
Displaying pictures in a folder in list view (thumbnail display)

Only pictures in a registered folder can be displayed.

Tips
●●Simple playback is performed when the mouse pointer is placed on a 
motion picture thumbnail.
●●To set the addition or registration, etc. of registration folders (→26)

1 Click [Folder].
The window display style is switched.

●●You can also switch by selecting [View] → [Display mode] → 
[Thumbnail display] from the menu.

2 Click the folder that you want to view.
The pictures in the folder are displayed in a list.

●●Click  or double-click the folder name to expand or hide the 
subfolders.
●●Double-click a picture to display the playback window.

	Changing the picture order
1 Select an item by which to sort the data ( A ).

[Name]: Displays in name order.
[Date of recording]: Displays in recording date order.
[File size]: Displays in file size order.

●●Click again to switch from ascending (▲) to descending (▼) 
order.
●●You can also change the order by selecting [View] → [Sorting 
pictures] from the menu.

Switching between window display styles

Displaying pictures with the same recording date (calendar display)

1 Click [Calendar].
The window display style is switched.

●●You can also switch by selecting [View] → [Display mode] → 
[Calendar display] from the menu.

2 Click on the displayed year, month, and 
day.
The calendar display switches to the selected year, month and 
day.

●●Years, months and days on which pictures are not recorded are 
not displayed.
●●Click  or double-click a year or month to expand or hide the 
months or days.
●●Year calendar display

Double-click a month that displays a picture 
to switch to the month calendar display.

●●Month calendar display
Double-click a day that displays a picture 
to switch to the recording date calendar 
display.

●●Recording date calendar display
Double-click a picture to display the 
playback window.

Tips
●●The update date and time is displayed for pictures that do not have 
recording date and time information.
●● In the year calendar display or month calendar display, place the 
mouse pointer on a month or day for which a thumbnail is displayed to 
display in order the pictures that were recorded on that month or day.
●●To set the addition or registration, etc. of registration folders (→26)
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Basic operations

Switching between window display styles

1 Select [Tools] → [Settings] from the menu.
2 Click [General] — [Registration folder].

A : Currently registered folders
3 Click [Add].
4 Select the folder to register and click [OK].

5 Click [Apply].
●●When [OK] is clicked, the settings are applied and the window 
is closed.
●●Select the folder and click [Delete] (B) to delete a registration 
folder. 

	Displaying the picture files of subfolders
The default setting will display all the files.

●● If you do not wish to display all subfolder pictures, remove the 
check mark from [Display all picture files from the folder] (C).Tips

●●When a folder is added, it may take some time to display the window 
because first the picture category information and other data are 
analyzed.
●●Even if you delete the registration folder, the folders that are saved on 
the PC and the pictures inside the folders are not deleted.
●●When changing [Display system/hidden folders] settings, refresh the 
window display with [View] → [Refresh] after the changes.
●●A maximum 30 registration folders can be added.

You can correct the recording date and time of pictures that were recorded while the time setting of the digital camera was incorrect.
By applying the gap between the actual recording time and the recorded time (correction time) to other pictures, you can correct at the same 
time the recording date of multiple pictures that were recorded while the time setting was incorrect.

Troubleshooting (Q&A)
Display

Symptom Check
Display is possible in thumbnail mode, 
but not in the playback window.

The maximum supported size is exceeded.
Only thumbnail display is possible for pictures that have Exif data thumbnail pictures.

There are two files with the same name.

Two files associated with each other (associated files) have the same name except for the 
extension.
If the association with the files is not established, it cannot be reproduced by the digital camera 
in some cases.

Even after a motion picture that was 
previously saved is deleted, a still 
picture identical to the motion picture 
remains.

When you record MOV motion pictures with a digital camera, both motion pictures (MOV file) 
and still pictures (JPEG file) are recorded. 
When motion pictures were copied with PHOTOfunSTUDIO 3.1 or an earlier version, a still 
picture with the same name (associated file) was also copied. If you want to delete them both, 
select both files and delete them.

Cannot display the picture that you 
want.

If the display is narrowed by Face Recognition or categorization item, deselect the narrowing.
Also check whether the picture format for display is set to still pictures only or motion pictures 
only.

The error thumbnail is displayed.

If the [Error] thumbnail remains even after selecting [View] → [Refresh] on the menu, the cause 
could be one of the following:

●●The picture file does not exist 
The file may have been moved or deleted by a different software program. Clicking on the 
thumbnail with [Error] displayed will bring up a confirmation message to update the folder in 
which the selected picture has been stored.

Symptom Check

Even when your digital camera and 
PC are connected using the USB 
connection cable, the PC does not 
recognize the digital camera.

Thumbnails are not displayed correctly 
in the [Copy to PC] screen.

Motion pictures recorded with devices not compatible, or motion pictures created with other 
software cannot be displayed as a thumbnail, or “?” is displayed in the thumbnail and they 
cannot be played back.

Motion picture
Symptom Check

Motion picture cannot be displayed.

Only motion pictures that were recorded with a digital camera that had this software supplied 
with it, or recorded using this software can be displayed. (However, motion pictures in DVD-
Video format are not compatible.)
Motion pictures that were edited with another device or software cannot be displayed even if 
recorded by a digital camera that had this software supplied with it.

Motion picture does not play back 
correctly.

Close any other software if it is running.
Try updating the device drivers for the sound card or video card.
Depending on the [Windows Aero] function of the Windows Vista, PC environment, or the 
motion picture to play back, missing frames or colors may occur during the playback, or the 
motion picture may not play back smoothly.
There may be noise in the audio or the motion picture may not playback smoothly at the part where 
the resolution or audio of the motion picture is switched. It may play back with a lower frame rate 
depending on the processing performance of the PC, making it unable for a smooth playback.

Panorama pictures saved in QuickTime 
format cannot be played back

Pictures cannot be played back if not associated with QuickTime Player.
Right click on the icon in Explorer and associate the picture with QuickTime Player. After doing 
this, double clicking on the thumbnail will play it back.

Motion picture cannot be edited. Only the motion pictures or still pictures on the PC are able to be edited or used to create 
media. Copy the pictures on the media to the PC first.

Edited differently to the specified frame. It may be edited differently to the frame specified in the editing operation depending on the 
motion picture.
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Symptom Check
It cannot access the drive with other 
software such as Explorer.

The drive in use by this software cannot be accessed by other software. Close this software 
before accessing with other software.

Formatting of the DVD-RAM/RW that 
was recorded with this software is not 
possible.

The DVD-RAM/RW that was recorded with auto protect enabled is set as protected, so it may 
not be able to format with other DVD recording software or Explorer.
In this case, the protect setting is cleared by formatting the disc with this software, making 
it possible to format with other software. ([Complete erasure] takes a long time, so it is 
recommended to use [Simple erasure])

Data addition for AVCHD/AVCHD Lite 
motion pictures is impossible.

Data can be added only to the following media.
●●DVD-RAM or memory card that was recorded with this software.
●●Memory card that was recorded with compatible digital camera.

Cannot write to CD/DVD.

A CD/DVD drive that is compatible with the Windows standard writing wizard is necessary.
If the [Recording] tab is not displayed in [Properties] of your CD/DVD drive, the drive is not 
compatible with the writing wizard and cannot be used.

An error occurs when writing an 
AVCHD/AVCHD Lite motion picture.

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Symptom Check
Playback of the created AVCHD 
standard memory card or disc is 
interrupted for a few seconds.

Playback may be interrupted for a few seconds between scenes when recorded onto media.

The media created in DVD-Video 
format cannot be played back with the 
Windows Media Player.

Audio of the MPEG2 file recorded on the media is Dolby Digital format. Audio is not played 
back if the codec for Dolby Digital is not installed.

Last motion picture is cut off slightly 
when the created disc is played back.

The last motion picture may become about 0.5 seconds shorter when recorded in DVD-Video 
format.

The media created cannot be viewed by 
the Explorer.

The media recorded with AVCHD standard is recorded with UDF 2.5 format file system, so it 
cannot be viewed by the PC without the driver for the UDF 2.5 installed.

Others
Symptom Check

Uploading to YouTube cannot be 
performed properly.

Confirm that the login information (user name and password) is correct.
Confirm that the PC is connected to the Internet.
Confirm that the resident software (such as anti-virus software and the firewall, etc.) is not 
blocking access to YouTube.
Check the YouTube sites.

When the date that the recording of 
motion picture started and ended is a 
different date, which will become the 
“recording date”?

The date that the recording of the motion picture started will become the “recording date”.

A message regarding insufficient 
memory is displayed.

A message regarding insufficient memory may be displayed when handling large volumes 
of motion pictures or still pictures. In this case, install more memory (the problem may be 
corrected by increasing the virtual memory). Please contact the PC manufacturer on how to 
install more memory or how to increase the virtual memory.
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Glossary
●●AVCHD format
This standard is for the recording and playback of high definition 
video.
Some digital cameras can record motion pictures in AVCHD or 
AVCHD Lite. Then, with this software, these motion pictures can 
be copied in high definition quality to a memory card or DVD. 
(Playback is possible on devices compatible with AVCHD.)

●●MPEG2 format
A picture data compression format and part of the MPEG 
standard. 
With this software, AVCHD or AVCHD Lite motion pictures can be 
converted to the MPEG2 format, the standard picture quality.

●●DPOF
DPOF stands for Digital Print Order Format, which is standard 
for record printing information to memory card. It can be used in 
DPOF-compliant memory card, printer.

●●DVD-Video
This format can be played back on ordinary DVD players.
With this software, motion pictures that were recorded in AVCHD 
or AVCHD Lite can be converted to DVD-Video format to create 
a DVD.

●●Exif
Exif is an abbreviation for Exchangeable Image File Format.
This format embeds information other than a picture in a JPEG or 
TIFF file. The thumbnail, recording date and time, digital camera 
name, focal length, aperture, shutter speed, white balance, GPS 
information (positional information) and other information can be 
recorded.
Using the Exif information, PHOTOfunSTUDIO can print the 
recording date and do automatic categorizing.

●●Exif Print (Exif2.2)
Nickname of Exif2.2
Exif2.2 refers to technology that accurately prints data recorded 
with the digital camera on the printer.
If you have an Exif2.2-compliant printer and digital camera, the 
printer uses the information recorded when the picture was taken 
for the prints.

●●PRINT Image Matching
This is technology created by Seiko Epson Corporation that 
enables digital cameras and printers to work together.
If you have a compliant digital camera and printer, you can reflect 
the conditions during recording and the photographer’s intention 
more precisely on prints.

●●Associated file
In PHOTOfunSTUDIO, two files associated with each other are 
called “associated files”. (e.g., JPEG files and MOV files, JPEG 
files and TIFF files, etc.)
The two files that satisfy the following conditions are judged to be 
associated files.
- They exist in the same folder.
- Their file names are identical except for the extension.
- Their file names are compliant with the DCF standards*.
*	�This software recognizes as a DCF-compliant file any file 

with a file name composed of a base name of 8 single-byte 
characters and an extension of 3 single-byte characters, and 
with a base name whose first 4 digits consists of single-byte 
uppercase alphanumerics or “_” and last 4 digits are a number 
from 0001 to 9999. 
(DCF, which is an abbreviation of the Design rule for Camera 
File system, is a record format compliant to the file system 
standard of Japan Electronics and Information Technology 
Industries Association (JEITA).)
