Re-tuning only takes a few minutes, just follow the steps below:
1 Press [FUNCTION MENU].
2 Select “Basic Settings” in “Setup”, then press [OK].
3 Select “Auto Setup” in “Tuning”, then press [OK].
4 Select “Yes”, then press [OK].
Please note: most digital TV recorders will keep your original recordings after running a re-tune but 
you will need to reset any future recordings.
